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The Result of the Invol vement of the Ottoman Empire in the First World War
and the Change of the Geopolitical Structure in the Middle East

Abstract: The Ottoman Empire had not been deprived of its sovereignty after a long tim€ s permeating and in-
vading from the Great Powers, but the involvement in the First World War had not only led to its wllapse, but
also changed the geopolitical structure in the Middle East. A series of “ agreements’ and treaies during and af-
ter the War redrew the map of the Middle East. Furthermore, Britain and France had “ made” there many new
states for their own benefits, and changed the fate of the peoples in the Middle East. The mistaken orientation
of pro Geman in the Ottoman government enabled Britain and France etc. to capture and divide the Middle
East. The Arabian saw the First World War as a chance of their liberation, but finally the territory was man-
dated over by the colonialists and the independence was delayed. Britain and France obtained the opportunity
to dominate the Middle East. However, the dilemma in the mandatory governing had turned into the beginning
of the collapse of the colonial Fmpire. The First World War and the transition in the Middle East has offered
us enough historic topics.
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
