but under pressure, leaders of Taiwan had to make compromise in the end.

War Reparation and Civil Com pensation —On the Law suits for Civil Com pensation by Chinese Vic
tims of the Chemical Weapons Abandoned by the Japanese Army by Xing Aifen & Li Tianzhi
The chemical weapons abandoned by the Japanese army when they evacuated from China have constantly caused
death and injury among the Chinese people in recent years. None of the lawsuits that the victims brought to
Japanese courts for civil compensation from Japanese government has won since 1996. War reparation and civil
compensation are two forms of national obligation which are independent from each other and should be taken
into consideration separately. The optimistic prospect of the litigations both in Japan and China will in the end
depend on the sincerity of understanding and sel f examination about its aggressive history of the Japanese gov-

ernment.
