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group level, class level, state level to international system level. Different levels of analysis have various an-
swers to this question. Diversified levels of analysis help us look at things from different perspectives. It is
difficult to have a general theory, which is dominated by one level of analysis, in answering the causes of

war. In the future, multiple levels of analysis will still dominate the research in this field.
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58 Transformation of Forfeiture of Property in Russian Criminal Law and its Enlightenm ent to China

In this paper, the author reveals the emergence and development of forfeiture of property in Russian Criminal
Law, and analyzes the social background and contents of the new provisions about forfeiture of property in
Russian Federal Law in 2006. The author summarizes its legal concept, essential characteristics, advantages
and disadvantages in judicial practice by empirical analysis. Combining with corresponding provisions in Chi
nese criminal law, the author presents her view on the future development and prospects of forfeiture of

property in China.
