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The Development Stages of Iraqi Shiites Islamic
Movement and Its Characteristics
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Abstract:

Since the establishment of the Islamic Call Party in 1958, the Islamic movement of Iraqi Shiites successively

underwent four stages: the stage of peaceful development (1958-1978), the stage of violent fighting (1979-1989), the stage of

pragmatism (1990-2003.2) and the stage of actively participating in politics (2003.3— ). It has some striking characteristics:

Ulama play the principal role; it presents distinct family nature; Iran after Islamic Revolution influences it dually; it opposes

sectarianism and proposes denominational collaboration; it is both traditional and modern.
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
