Discussion on the Pattern and Area of Sino-Japanese Economic Cooperation
Sun Zhenhai(60)

Under the background of regional economic cooperation, Sino-Japanese economic cooperation has a broad perspective. Re-
stricted by the external condition, the economic cooperation between China and Japan will adopt a flexible way which is different
from FTA and EPA despite the FTA has been the mainstream in regional economic cooperation.

The Development of Turkey$s New Foreign Trade Strategy and Sino-Turkeys Economic Relations
Wang Zhen Zhou Guojian(64)

Since the short-term financial crisis in 2000 ~2001, Turkeys economy has resumed its rapid growth in recent years, espe-
cially in its foreign trade. The economic development of Turkey can be attributed to its domestic economic reform, including the
successful adjustment of its foreign trade strategy. On the basis of strengthening its traditional allied refations with the United
States, Turkey has made much more efforts for entering into the EU, and has given more emphases to its relations with its neigh-
bor countries, such as Middle East, Central Asia and African countries, in order to improve its influence on the [slam world. At
the same time, Turkey also expands its trade and economic cooperations with Asia-Pacific countries actively. Turkey started its

new trade policy toward China in 2005, it seems that the bilateral relations hetween China and Turkey are entering a new era now.

The Research on the Monetary Cooperation Framework and Mechanism in Four-regions of China across the Straits

Monetary cooperation is the key field of the regional economic cooperation in four-regions of China across the straits. This ar-
ticle divided the monetary cooperation process in this area into three stages: short-term, middle-term and long-term. Based on the
monetary integration experience in Europe, this article analyzed the concrete mechanism and the technicality in each stage and
construct the basic monetary cooperation framework of four-regions across the straits. In general, this cooperation framework in-
cludes five parts; (1)establishing a regional crisis warning and urgent relief mechanism; (2)selling up the regional exchange rate
level adjustment mechanism; (3) constructing the regional bond market—Chinese Bond Market ; (4 ) forming the regional exchange

rate system convergence mechanism; (5 )establishing the Chinese Monetary Union.

Transition from Advancing Equity to Expanding Income Gap:. Experience and Policy from Taiwan
Quan Heng(79)

Development with equity is just the real economic miracle. Taiwan has achieved equity of income distribution during her high
—speed economic development in early period, so we can believe that Taiwan has really achieved economic development miracle
at that time. However, the income distribution gap in Taiwan has been expanding with the economic growth since 1980%. The
basic reason making the transition from advancing equity to expanding income gap in Taiwan is the structural unemplovment due to
the economic structural adjustment, especially is the expanding income gap between the low-level and the high-level employee in
tertiary industry with the development of service economy. At the same time, the irrationality of the tax system didn{ make salary
fully play its re-allocation function. So the problem of income distribution was caused by economic growth factor, which is differ-

ent from the income gap issue led by the svstem and non-market factor in mainland China.
