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The Impact of Kurd Question in the late 20" century on Turkish Diplomatic Relations

Abstract: Since the founding of Republic of Turkey, Kurd question has always been a major factor influencing its foreign relations
and al previous Turkish administrations took negative and harsh measures against Kurd. The Ozal Administration altered their
tough ways to some degree, implementing a series of mild measures to ease its relationships with Kurdish people and countries
around Turkey where Kurdish people live, and they got desired effect. After Ozal’s death, the new Turkish government ended their
mild pdicy towards Kurdish people, and took up again the former policy advocated by Kemal, which deteriorated Turkish
diplomatic relations.
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
