Egypt has been the second largest reciplent of the U.S. foreign aid,
which has sustained the alliance between the two states in the past 30 years.
The evolution of the U.S. aid to Egypt can be divided into three stages:
stagnant period (1946-1974); transitional period (1974-1979) and stable
period ( since 1979) . With different historical background of each stage, the
U. S. aid to Egypt could be generally characterized with the features as massive
scale, stability, institutionalization and linkage to Israeli security. The U. S.
Middle East strategic considerations, the strategic values of Egypt, Israeli
security and the will of promotion of “universal values” are the main factors
behind the U.S. aid to Egypt. By providing aid to Egypt, the U.S. has
reached its main strategic objectives, while bringing about complicated impacts
on Egypt.
