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On Cause of the Gulf Crisis

Abstract: There are many reasons for the outbreak of the Gulf Crisis. One of the main arguments is that

the U nited States makes use of the drastic changes in Eastern Europe and the vacuum in the Middle East. T he

U nited States wants to interfere and control the oil resources in the Middle East and the strategic location, so it

gives its acquiescence for Iraq’ s invasion of Kuwait. Then the United States launches the Gulf War, occupies

and controls the important place of the Middle East.
