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Comparison on Characters of Regional Integration Economic
Organizations between Middle East and World

Abstract: The characteristics of some organizations are described, such as the Association of Southeast
Asian Nations, South American Common Market, the Gulf Cooperation Council, Asia Pacific Economic
Cooperation Organization, the North American Free Trade Agreement, and the EU-Mediterranean
Partnership, etc. The Gulf Cooperation Council is regional and is a representative of South- South regional
economic integration, while the EU-Mediterranean Partnership is cross regional and is a typical case of
SoutlrNorth economic integration.
