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The Evolution of Sino- Turkish Relations

Abstract: Although China and Turkey normalized their official relations as early as in 1971, due to the influence of various
factors, the development of their relations has not been very smooth. During the "Cold War" years, China and Turkey had been
acting more or less as chess pieces on a big chesshoard of international relations; and except for political interests, the concrete
interests between them were quite few. With the end of the "Cold War", particularly since the mid- 1990s, changes have taken
place gradually, and their concrete interests have increased unprecedentedly. The ties between the two countries have been trans-

formed from those of chess pieces to those of chess players.
Gaming equally will lead the future of Sino- Turkish relations.

In the meantime, the problems between them are also protruding.
