On June 28, U.S. — led occupation authorities
transferred the sovereignty to Iraq ahead of schedule;
however, Iraq didn’ t take back its full sovereignty, nor
did the coalition army end the military occupation. F
raqi Interim Government has no veto upon the military
actiors of the coalition troops, which enjoy the ex
traterritoriality. Shiite holds the main power, the Sunni

enjoys nominal power, and the U. S— led coalition

troops corntinue their military existence in Traq under
UN resolution 1546. Therefore, Iraq only took back
limited sovereignty, including the limited legislative
power, the limited judicial power, and the limited
power to handle affairs concerning its security, national
defense and oil resources. At present, it is the dual
leading body wnsisting of the Iraq and the U.S. that

dominates Iraq where the two power centers coexist.
