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Abstract: After World I, denominational rapprochement movement emerged in religious
circles of Sunnis and Shiite, and its most important symbol is the foundation of the Society for
Rapprochement among the Islamic Legal School in 1947. During more than 30 years, the
Society promoted exchange between two denominations, and made some important achievements.
Owing to many reasons, it dissoluted in the end. The rise and fall of the Society for
Rapprochement provided precious lessons for subsequent denominational dialogue.
