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An Analysis of Employment Policy in Nigerian Higher Education

Abstract

Since 1980s, the employment situation of Nigerian university graduates gradually fell into the

dilemma. Therefore, Nigerian Federal Government and related departments have issued a series of policies to
promote graduates employment, including reforming the curriculum content, adjusting the structure of training and
improving the quality of graduates etc. However these policies are not very effective. The reasons behind include
the low labor absorbability of national economy, rapid expansion of university system as well as poor policy
implementation and the inherent deviations of policies.
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
